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ASSEMBLY OF 16 PERSON LOCKER UNITS

Tools Needed: A provided 11/32" nut driver (11/32" socket may be substituted).
Two people are recommended for assembly. Approximate assembly time: 40-50 minutes.

1. The reference numbers used throughout this sheet refer to
the illustration on the back cover. This is to help you to
identify the various parts as they are mentioned.

2. Unpack all the parts then locate the left and right hand
sides and separate them. The top of the sides and back
can be determined by the three holes closest to the end
of the part.

3. Place back (Ref. No. 1) on a protected flat surface so that
the flanges face upward. If available, place the unit on a pair
of saw horses for easier installation. Bolt the left side (Ref.
No. 2) to the back so that the side flange fits around the
back using 7 bolts and nuts
(or 9 if the locker has no legs).

If leg version, do not
bolt through bottom
two holes yet.

4. Bolt the shelves (Ref. No. 4) to the back and the side. Attach
the top and the bottom (Ref. No. 5) using 4 bolts and nuts
each as shown. The bottom for the vertical portions are
different from the bottom for the horizontal portion.

5. Bolt the right side (Ref. No. 6) to the back so that the side
flange fits around the back. Attach the top, bottom and
shelves. Use 21 bolts and nuts for a locker without legs.

Leave these bolts
out until step 11.

6. If the locker has legs, insert the leg into the corner between
the bottom and the side. Bolt the leg to the side using two
bolts and nuts.

Place the frame and door assembly (Ref. No. 7 & 8) over the locker
body. Make certain that the bodies sides are inside the frames.

Attach the top to the frame header and bottom to frame sill (1 bolt
each). Do not put all the bolts in the frame until step 11. Assemble

For the horizontal portion, bolt the three left hand sides (Ref.
No. 14) to the back panel (Ref. No. 15). Then, bolt the four tops
(Ref. No. 5) and four bottoms (Ref. No. 13) to the side panel.

NOTE: The bottoms for
the horizontal portion
are different from the

bottoms for the 4 k

vertical portions.

Large offset on front
of bottom for the
horizontal unit.

Bolt the frame assembly to the top and bottom first by using four
bolts. After the frame assembly is attached to the top and bottom,
bolt the frame assembly (left to right) bolting through the holes in
the frame assembly. Leave two bolt holes open on outside of the

frame assembly. These holes are needed to attach to the end units

10. Attach the horizontal section frame and side on both ends
to the frame and side of the vertical units. Now finish bolting
the frame to the body assembly on the vertical units.

11. After attaching horizontal section to vertical outer units, with
help from another person or two, stand the unit upright.
Now slide hangers over the coat rod and bolt the hangers
under the middle section as shown. The outer hangers will
bolt through the side of the unit.

12. Anchor unit to the wall or floor. Units standing back to back
should be bolted together.

13. If units are not pre-numbered, optional number plates and
plastic covers (Ref. No. 11) may be attached using push
plugs (Ref. No. 12). Tennsco name plate (Ref. No. 20) is
installed at the factory. As an alternative, custom number
or name plates may be ordered from the factory. Your locker
is complete.

14. If additional accessories were purchased such as End Bases/
Front Bases (for lockers with legs), Closed Bases (for lockers
without legs), Slopping Tops, and/or Combination Locks or
Grooved Key Locks, please see the instructions that came
along with those parts.

For example: A door frame assembly
for locker SRK-721878-1 (with legs) would be Part No. LBFA-1272-1. The door assembly alone without the frame for the same locker would be Part No. LBD-1212.
