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ASSEMBLY OF WORKBENCH RISERS

Two people are recommended for assembly. Approximate assembly time: 15-25 minutes.
Tools required: Phillips head screwdriver, drill with a 3/16" drill bit (for wood top) or 7/16"
drill bit (for a steel top), and a /16" wrench or nut driver.

The reference numbers used throughout this sheet refer to the illustration on the back cover.
This is to help you to identify the various parts as they are mentioned.

The workbench should be in its upright position, as if ready to use, before attaching the riser.

NOTE: If you have purchased an electronic riser and intend to install the Electronic Wiring Kit, do so before proceeding
to step 2 (using the instructions that came with your Electronic Wiring Kit). If you have purchased a standard riser, or if
you have purchased an electronic riser but do not yet have a wiring kit, please proceed to step 2.

For assembly on a steel top, proceed to step 4.

For assembly on a wood top, place a riser support (Ref.

No. 1) on the left side of the bench and align it with the rear of
the bench. Drill two pilot holes into the bench through the holes at
the bottom of the riser support using a 3/16" drill bit. Attach using
two #14 x 3/4" wood screws (Ref. No. 4).

NOTE: If attaching side and back rails, your side rails

will share these same two holes with the riser supports.
In order to save removing the screws later, you may want
to attach your left side rail now, placing it on the out
side of the riser support and holding it in place with the

two above mentioned wood screws.

After aligning, drill two
holes before inserting
wood screws.

Place the second riser support on the right side of the bench, again
aligning it with the rear of the bench. Attach by repeating the
process described in step 2. As noted above, if you are attaching
side rails, you should attach the right side rail now.
Proceed to step 6.

For assembly on a steel top, place a riser end support (Ref. No. 1)
on the left side of the bench and align it with the rear of the
bench. Attach by inserting /4”-20 x >/8" bolts (Ref. No. 5) into
the clench nuts of the steel top.

NOTE: If attaching side and back rails, your side rails

will share these same two holes with the riser supports.
In order to save removing the screws later, you may want
to attach your left side rail now, placing it on the out
side of the riser support and holding it in place with the
two above mentioned bolts.

After aligning, attach
using bolts through
the steel top.

Place the second riser support on the right side of the bench,
again aligning it with the rear of the bench. Attach by repeating
the process described in step 4. As noted above if you are
attaching side rails, you should attach the right side rail now.




6. If assembling a standard riser, proceed to step 7.

With the assembly of an electronic riser, if you are installing a
wiring kit, do so at this point using the instructions provided

with the wiring kit. If you are not installing wiring, secure the back
plate to the electronics housing using four #10 x /2" Truss
Phillips-head screws (Ref. No. 9).

7. Secure the riser shelf (Ref. No. 2a or 2b) to the two riser supports
using two /4"-20 x >/8" bolts (Ref. No. 5), two /4" lockwashers
(Ref. No. 6), and two /4"-20 nuts (Ref. No. 7)

8. Forrisers under 96"w, proceed to step 9.

For 96" w risers, align the riser center support (Ref. No. 8)
beneath the center holes in the riser shelf. and mark the location
of the two screw holes on the bench top. Remove the center
support and drill pilot holes using a 3/16" drill bit for wood tops
ora >/16" drill bit for steel tops. Attach the center support to
the riser shelf using two 1/4”-20 x 5/8" bolts and nuts. Attach
to the bench top using two #14 x 3/4" wood screws for a wood
top or two '/4”-20 x °/8" bolts and nuts for a steel top.

NOTE: It may be necessary to remove the riser shelf to
drill straight down.

9. Secure the sway braces (Ref. No. 3) between the riser supports
and the riser shelf, using four 1/4”-20 x >/8" bolts and four
1/4"-20 nuts.

6. If assembling double stacked risers, attach a second riser
to the first using the same procedures described in step 4
through step 9.

NOTE: Do not stack more than one additional riser onto
the original riser.
