ASSEMBLY OF CLOSED ESP SHELVING

Two people are recommended for assembly. Approximate assembly time: 10-15 minutes.

The reference numbers used throughout this sheet refer
to the illustration on the back cover. This is to help you
to identify the various parts as they are mentioned.

The unit back is shipped in two pieces. Place the two halves
of the unit back (Ref. No. 1) flat on the ground and bolt
together with 1/4" - 20 nuts (Ref. No. 4) and 1/4" - 20 x 5/8"
bolts (Ref. No. 5), spaced 16 or 17 inches apart. The top three
holes should be left empty to leave room for the unit top.

NOTE: When bolting the unit together, leave the bolts
slightly loose until the end of step 9, as binding may
occur during shelf placement.

Keep the back on a flat on the ground and attach one end
panel (Ref. No. 3) to it by using 1/4” - 20 nuts and 1/4" - 20

x 9/8" bolts and nuts spaced 16 to 17 inches apart as described in
step 2. Once again, leave the top three holes empty to allow for
the top shelf.

4. Attach the second end panel in the same manner as in
step 3 on the opposite side of the back panels.

5. Insert four shelf clips (Ref. No. 6) into the top two slots of
each side of both end panels.




6. Place the top shelf (Ref. No. 2) over the four clips at the top
of the unit. Be sure that the shelf is pushed securely into
the clips.

7. Insert four shelf clips into the bottom slots of the end panels
in the same way that you did in the top of the unit in step 5.

Place a shelf into the bottom four clips as in step 6.

NOTE: Once the bottom shelf is in place, carefully
lift the top end of the unit with the help of an
associate, so that the shelving unit is standing
upright.

Position the remaining shelf clips according to the desired
shelf heights, and place the shelves over the clips. Keep in
mind while placing the clips, that the post hole pattern
of two round holes and then one square hole, repeated
every 3 inches can greatly help in positioning the clips at
the same level.

NOTE: Some shelves, depending upon their placement,
could possibly require repositioning of some of the

back and end panel bolts in order to insert the shelf.
Once everything is correctly positioned tighten the bolts.
