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ASSEMBLY OF HORIZONTAL BAR RACKING

Tools Needed: A rubber mallet for seating the shelf supports into the uprights.
Two people are recommended for assembly. Approximate assembly time: 20-30 minutes per section.

The reference numbers used throughout this sheet refer to
the illustration on the back cover. This is to help you identify
the various parts as they are mentioned.

Create a unit end by connecting two uprights (Ref. No. 1)
with one of the front-to-back shelf supports (Ref. No. 2)

by inserting the shelf support rivets into the keyhole slots of
each upright as shown below. Use a rubber mallet to

seat the upright securely. Then attach another front-to-back
shelf support at the top of the uprights in your desired
location or approximately 12" from the top. Attach in the
same manner as the bottom.

NOTE: Be sure that the narrow end of the key
hole slots are pointing downward, and the ‘U’
shaped edge is facing down as shown below.
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Assemble another unit end by repeating the directions in step 2.
Be sure the shelf support rivets are seated at the same level as
the previous unit end. Depending on the desired height of each

bay, connect the remaining front-to-back pieces to the upright posts.

4. Connect two of the left-to-right shelf supports (Ref. No. 3)
between the two assemblies, one on each side. Be sure to
use the two keyhole slots nearest the floor.
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NOTE: Make sure the flat edge of the shelf
supports are facing upwards.
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Finish installing the
remaining left-to-right shelf
supports and front-to-back
shelf supports around the
top of the unit as in step 4.
Repeat steps 2-5 to
assemble the second and
third unit portion.
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NOTE: Be sure
that the support
rivets are seated
in the bottom

of the slots of the
uprights securely.
